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A Note from Senior Pastor David Harrison 
 

Hello Members of FCC! 

ñLent is a time for discipline, for confession, for honesty, not because God is mean or fault- finding 

or finger-pointing but because he wants us to know the joy of being cleaned out, ready for all the 

good things he now has in store.ò

This month, as we enter into the season of Lent, a season of renewal, let us be reminded of the 

scripture found in Matthew: ñWhen you fast, do not look somber as the hypocrites do, for they     

disfigure their faces to show others they are fasting. Truly I tell you, they have received their reward 

in full. But when you fast, put oil on your head and wash your face, so that it will not be obvious to 

others that you are fasting, but only to your Father, who is unseen; and your Father, who sees what 

is done in secret, will reward you.ò Matthew 6:16-18 

During Lent, it is common practice for most people to ñgive up something,ò whether it be their    

favorite television show, hobby, or most commonly, their favorite food, the overall idea is to           

sacrifice something of sort. Few of us can relate to the level of sacrifice and commitment that Jesus 

displayed in his forty days, yet Lent provides us with an opportunity to deepen our spirituality by 

engaging in regular discipline from Ash Wednesday through Easter Sunday. We should be reminded 

that this season can also lead us toward long-term spiritual transformation if we are intentional 

about our practice. 

For too often the concentration becomes more about our temporary sacrifice, instead of                

concentrating on what lifetime transformation God can make in our lives. Lent is a time to        

know ourselves; to reflect; and to find ways to increase virtue. It is also a time for action. 

Reach out to the isolated one in your life or call the family member who is ill or hurting; forgive 

someone who has hurt you; volunteer; speak for those who have no voice, see those who feel       

unseen, listen to those that feel no one hears them. Find something to do as a resolve to repent or 

change. We must repent and we must act. 

ñI imagine Lent for you and for me as a great departure from the greedy, 

anxious anti neighborliness of our economy, a great departure from                 

our exclusionary politics that fears the other, a great departure from                 

self-indulgent consumerism that devours creation. And then an arrival in a 

new neighborhood, because it is a gift to be simple, it is a gift to be free;          

it is a gift to come down where we ought to be.ò

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A Message from Our Moderator 
  
Hello FCC Family, 
 
As I write this I am thinking of a saying used sometimes when someone does 
a good job at whatever it is they are doing. Someone will say, ñgive yourself  
a pat on the back.ò Well I am saying to the members of FCC, ñgive your-
selves a pat on the back!ò We were blessed in 2019 with everything we as a 
church accomplished. Our financial status was in question at the start of 2019 
with a budget the congregation approved that projected we would have to use  
$10, 100 of our Restricted Funds to have a balanced budget. Then we added  
another $10, 000 in costs to the budget when we hired Pastor David full time 
rather than part time. So, how did we do financially in 2019? 
 
The final numbers show that our income was $19, 567 more than projected, 
and our expenses were $6, 361 below what was anticipated. The Leadership 
Council approved not applying any of our Restricted Funds to the budget 
leaving us with a profit of $15, 854 in 2019 which was added to FCCôs  
Unrestricted Funds. Everyone give yourself a BIG pat on the back.  
 
As we continue Godôs work in 2020, and try to start new programs and  
worship experiences, not only do we need to give our financial support  
to the church but also our manpower. We may be small in number, but with  
everyoneôs help we can accomplish the things that were voiced to Pastor 
David prior to our January 19 congregational meeting. Without everyoneôs 
help our hopes and dreams for FCC cannot be accomplished.  
I have faith in the members of FCC, and I know we will be 
patting ourselves on the back again at the end of this year.
